(5) volunteers the town will not receive their annual allotment from the Massachusetts 
Cultural Council to disburse to local organizations and individuals to support cultural 
arts in our town.

The commitment consists of about three (3) meetings per year – one meeting is a 
grant decision meeting and the other two meetings are planning meetings.
